Each official at the Grand Prix must be available to work for the full four days of the event, and be willing to fit in wherever we feel you would be of most benefit to the overall organisation. The role you may be invited to fill is unpaid. We provide mid-day food and drink for officials and also a uniform which must be returned on Sunday after the racing is finished. Some roles require previous training and experience and some do not – this is based on your background and also on your Official’s Licence of you hold one.
We require each official to hold an appropriate Official’s Licence issued by CAMS in Australia, or an equivalent licence issued by a recognised motorsport body from overseas. You can sort this out through the CAMS office in your state, or we can help by sending you the appropriate forms at your request.
We are regularly joined by officials from other countries. We welcome them and enjoy the exchange of information regarding motorsport around the world. For obvious reasons, we prefer all international correspondence to be by email because of its ease and speed. Please include an email address if at all possible, and we will use that for further contact.

If you are willing to accept these conditions, and are physically capable of working the four days regardless of temperature or other weather conditions, please fill in the Application Form and return it to us straight away. If you do this, and we are able to accept your offer to work with us at the next Australian Grand Prix, your application will be confirmed and a registration form sent to you in the mail in due course.
If you are accepted as an official, please note that you are there entirely of your own volition and accept that any risk you are exposed to is by your own choice. There are certain insurances in place to assist the participants and officials and these remain in place provided that you sign-on each time it is requested and that you comply with the requests and instructions properly given to you during the event.
